John Culver Woody Scholarship

Congratulations to Andrew Timcheck in receiving the John Culver Woody Scholarship!  

What is the John Culver Woody Scholarship?  Andrew found it through a simple Google search for Actuarial Science Scholarships.  This particular scholarship can be found at www.actuarialfoundation.org.  The requirements are that 1) the applicant must be in the top quartile of their class and 2) the applicant must have passed at least one actuarial exam.  Another thing that is considered is the applicant’s participation in extracurricular activities and leadership qualities they have shown.
Interested students need to fill out a one-page application and need to write a short essay specifying why they think they should be awarded the scholarship.  Also, letters of recommendation are required.  Only one student per university is able to apply, but it would be great if we could have someone from Penn State apply. 2009 CAS Trust Scholarship

The Casualty Actuarial Society is now accepting applications for its scholarship program.  For the 2009-2010 school year, they will be awarding up to three $2,000 scholarships.  Applications are due by May 1, 2009, and winners will be notified in July.  

To apply, you can gather recommendations, transcripts, actuarial exam results, work experience, and written essays.  Students who have passed at least one actuarial exam are given preference.
